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Satguru Ram Singh Ji's personality can 

be described as magne�c and transforma�ve. 

Those who came into his spiritual circle felt 

strengthened to struggle against the forces of 

injus�ce. His influence was not limited to 

preaching alone; within a few years, large 

numbers of people in Punjab were drawn into 

his movement through his moral authority, 

disciplined organisa�on, and ability to awaken 

collec�ve self-respect.

The Kuka Movement is one of the 

major people's movements of Punjab during 

the period between the uprising of 1857 and 

the later agrarian unrest represented by the 

“Pagri Sambhal Ja�a” movement of 1907. 

Within this half-century, the Kuka Movement 

remained ac�ve through different stages and 

became a powerful expression of Punjabi 

resistance, Sikh renewal, and na�onal 

consciousness. Folk memory also preserved 

the dis�nc�ve iden�ty of the Kukas: simple in 

dress, disciplined in conduct, unwilling to 

submit to Bri�sh authority, and deeply 

commi�ed to an independent way of life. Satguru Ram Singh Ji had two sisters. 

The elder sister, Bibi Sahib Kaur, was married 

to Kabal Singh of Raipur, Ludhiana, who served 

as a Jamadar in the ar�llery of the Lahore 

Darbar army. His younger sister was named 

Ram Kaur. 

Sri Satguru Ram Singh Ji stands among 

the most significant figures in the history of 

Punjab's religious revival, social reform, and 

na�onal awakening. He emerges as the central 

force of a far-reaching movement that brought 

together Gurmat discipline, moral renewal, 

social transforma�on, economic self-reliance, 

and resistance to Bri�sh rule. His life and work 

reflect not only his own spiritual and 

leadership journey but also the wider 

development of the Namdhari Sant Khalsa and 

the Kuka Movement that took shape under his 

guidance.

Satguru Ram Singh Ji's Parkash (divine 

advent) took place on 3 February 1816 in 

Bhaini Raiyan, in the Ludhiana district, into a 

Ramgarhia Sikh working family. His father, 

B a b a  J a s s a  S i n g h ,  w a s  e n g a g e d  i n 

blacksmithing, carpentry, and agriculture, 

while his mother, Mata Sada Kaur Ji, was 

deeply religious and industrious. From her, he 

received his earliest instruc�on in Gurmukhi 

and Gurbani. His childhood was shaped by 

stories of saints, devotees, warriors, asce�cs, 

and the Sikh Gurus, which nurtured within him 

the founda�ons of devo�on, moral discipline, 

and a deep a�achment to Naam (medita�ve 

remembrance of the Divine) and Gurbani 

(sacred scripture).

Following his Parkash, his younger 

brother—later known as Satguru Hari Singh Ji 

(ini�ally Budh Singh)—was born at Sri Bhaini 

Sahib on Assu Sudi Teej, Samvat 1876 Bikrami 

(c. September 1819 CE).
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Even during his army years, his spiritual 

influence was clearly evident. Soldiers who 

associated with him became devoted to 

bhajan (devo�onal singing), Naam, and 

Gurbani. They would set aside por�ons of 

their ra�ons to feed the needy, and owing to 

this spirit of devo�on and service, their unit 

came to be known as the “Bhagtan di Paltan” 

(the regiment of devotees). Among his close 

companions were Kahan Singh Chak, Jamit 

Singh Gill, Dhian Singh Malwai, Dula Singh 

Rajeyana, Jeet Singh Tharu, Raja Singh Tarandi, 

Sham Singh Sarhali, and Bhagwan Singh 

Marhana.

From an early age, Satguru Ram Singh 

Ji displayed a strong inclina�on toward 

devo�onal prac�ce. While other children 

engaged in play, he was drawn to recita�on, 

medita�on, and reflec�on. He was o�en seen 

reci�ng shabads(hymns), fashioning a rosary 

from kno�ed cords, and si�ng in deep 

contempla�on. By a young age, he had studied 

Panj Granthi, and later received further 

instruc�on in Gurbani from Udasisadhus 

(asce�cs). By the age of nine or ten, he had 

become familiar with the reading of Sri Guru 

Adi Granth Sahib. Un�l about the age of 

twenty, he assisted his father in agriculture, 

blacksmithing, and carpentry, grounding his 

early life in labour, simplicity, and discipline.

His military career began in 1837, 

when he joined the Lahore Darbar army 

through the connec�on of his brother-in-law, 

Kabal Singh, who served in the ar�llery. He was 

enlisted in the regiment of Kanwar Nau Nihal 

Singh. The years from 1837 to 1845 were a 

cri�cal period in Punjab's poli�cal history. 

Following the passing of Maharaja Ranjit 

Singh, the Lahore Darbar was destabilised by 

internal conflict, intrigue, and poli�cal 

instability. Satguru Ram Singh Ji closely 

observed this decline, recognising the moral 

and poli�cal weakening of Sikh sovereignty, as 

leading figures increasingly fell under the 

influence of Bri�sh rule.

A decisive moment came during a 

journey toward Peshawar, when the military 

unit halted near Hazro Sahib. There, Satguru 

Ram Singh Ji met Guru Balak Singh Ji, who was 

known as a saintly figure deeply concerned 

about the decline of Sikh values. Guru Balak 

Singh Ji saw in Satguru Ram Singh Ji the 

capacity to revive the weakened state of 

Sikhiand unite sca�ered Punjabisunder a 

shared spiritual and collec�ve discipline. Guru 

Balak Singh Ji not only blessed him with Naam 

but also entrusted him with the mission, 

conveying that the spiritual trust he had 

preserved was now being returned to its 

righ�ul bearer.

The experience of military decline 

reached a cri�cal moment during the Ba�le of 

Mudki in December 1845. Satguru Ram Singh 

As per customs of the �me, Satguru 

Ram Singh Ji was married in childhood to Bibi 

Jassa of Dharor village near Sahnewal, with 

the formal consumma�on of marriage taking 

place later upon reaching maturity.He had two 

daughters and one son; however, his son 

passed away in infancy during his military 

years. His elder daughter, Bibi Nanda, was 

married into a family in Ludhiana, while his 

second daughter, Bibi Daya Kaur, was married 

to Matab Singh of Narangwal.
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Ji is described as cas�ng aside his weapon into 

the Sutlej, declaring that to fight under 

commanders  and ministers  who had 

compromised themselves under Bri�sh 

influence would only lead to the destruc�on of 

the Khalsa's strength. He recognised that a 

new form of domina�on required a different 

kind of response. This marked his transi�on 

away from conven�onal military service 

toward a deeper programme of moral, social, 

and na�onal regenera�on. 

A�er leaving the army, Satguru Ram 

Singh Ji spent approximately eleven years in a 

life of self-reflec�on, labour, farming, 

construc�on, trade, and spiritual discipline. 

He firmly upheld the principle of honest 

earning. He worked the land alongside others, 

sold family ornaments to purchase oxen, 

cul�vated crops, and par�cipated in irriga�on 

work. He was also skilled in producing gur 

(jaggery) and shakkar(unrefined cane sugar). 

Within his own household, he established 

strict ethical conduct, instruc�ng that nothing 

should be taken from another's field, even 

where such informal prac�ces were socially 

accepted. This reflects a central principle of his 

thought—that true freedom must begin with 

inner honesty and respect for the rights of 

others.

During these years, the founda�on of 

Sri Bhaini Sahib also began to take shape. Bhai 

Lehna Singh, a childhood companion, brought 

Satguru Ji back to Bhaini and offered him space 

f o r  r e s i d e n c e .  S i m p l e  r o o m s  w e r e 

constructed, and Satguru Ji engaged in 

bandagi(deep spiritual prac�ce) at the 

thara(raised pla�orm) where the Ram Mandir 

now stands. Thus, even before the formal 

establishment of the Panth, the dera(spiritual 

centre) at Sri Bhaini Sahib had begun to take 

form around 1851.

Around 1851–52, Satguru Ram Singh Ji 

also worked in Ferozepur as a mason during 

construc�on ac�vity associated with the 

cantonment. During this �me, the recita�on of 

Sri Guru Adi Granth Sahib, diwans (religious 

congrega�ons), shared langar (community 

kitchen), and manual labour were carried out 

side by side. Under his supervision, structures 

such as the bungalow at Dagru and the 

s a r a i ( r e s t  h o u s e )  a t  M u k t s a r  w e r e 

constructed. He also contributed personally to 

the repair of historical gurdwaras at Muktsar. 

His life during this period reflects a remarkable 

integra�on of devo�on, service, labour, and 

prac�cal community-building.

In 1855–56, a shop was opened at Sri 

Bhaini Sahib with funds connected to his 

maternal family. It stocked iron goods, cloth, 

sugar, spices, agricultural tools, and other 

daily necessi�es. Trade was conducted with 

honesty, modest profit, and fairness. The 

income supported visitors, seekers, and those 

engaged in the spiritual path. When the 

con�nuous Guru ka Langar (community 

kitchen) was formally established at Sri Bhaini 

Sahib in 1861, offerings from the sangat 

(congrega�on) were directed toward the 

langar, while Satguru Ram Singh Ji con�nued 

to meet his household needs through the 

shop's earnings. This arrangement reflects his 

clear commitment to transparency, self-

reliance, and a principled separa�on between 

collec�ve offerings and personal livelihood.
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On 12 April 1857, even before the 

widespread military uprising of that year had 

fully unfolded, Satguru Ram Singh Ji formally 

established the Namdhari Sant Khalsa at Sri 

Bhaini Sahib. This was not merely a religious 

congrega�on; it marked the beginning of a 

disciplined movement for the revival of 

GurSikhi and the asser�on of collec�ve 

sel�ood. Five Sikhs—Kahan Singh Nihang 

(Chakwala), Labh Singh Ragi (Amritsar), Atma 

Singh Alo Muhar (Sialkot), Naina Singh Variah 

(Amritsar),  and Sudh Singh Durgapur 

(Jalandhar) were ini�ated through Khande-di-

Pahul(Amri�ni�a�on) and dressed in white. 

As the carrying of kirpans was restricted, 

safajangs(wooden replicas) were placed in 

their waistbands. In this manner, the discipline 

of the Khalsa as established by the Tenth Guru 

was consciously revived.

These principles can be understood 

under four broad disciplines—moral, social, 

religious, and poli�cal. Morally, followers were 

instructed to abstain from meat, alcohol, 

the�, adultery, deceit, falsehood, usury, and 

the exploita�on of the vulnerable. Socially, 

they opposed prac�ces such as female 

infan�cide, the selling of daughters, exchange 

marriages, child marriage, and dowry, while 

permi�ng widow remarriage. Religiously, 

they were required to rise at amrit vela (early 

pre-dawn hours), bathe fully including the 

hair, meditate on Naam, and recite Gurbani. 

They were to adopt simplicity in food and 

dress, wear the Gurmukhi dastar (turban �ed 

Given the prevailing condi�ons in 

Punjab under Bri�sh rule, and drawing upon 

his own experience, Satguru Ram Singh Ji was 

able to recognise with clarity the damaging 

effects of Bri�sh domina�on on everyday life. 

Farmers, ar�sans, discharged soldiers, and 

small traders were all adversely affected. 

Chris�an missionaries, o�en supported by 

colonial officials, openly cri�cised and 

undermined local religious tradi�ons, 

including Sikhi. The forced removal of 

Maharaja Daleep Singh from the throne, the 

suffering of Maharani Jind Kaur, the exile and 

persecu�on of patriots, the death of Bhai 

Maharaj Singh in imprisonment, the spread of 

cow slaughter in Amritsar, recurring famine 

and epidemics, the collapse of tradi�onal 

irriga�on systems, the decline of indigenous 

cra�s under pressure from imported Bri�sh 

goods, and the growing burden of exploita�ve 

moneylending collec�vely created a deep 

sense of humilia�on and economic distress. It 

was within this historical context that Satguru 

Ram Singh Ji's mission began to take shape.

The teachings imparted to the Sant 

Khalsa cons�tuted a complete discipline of 

life. Followers were instructed in Naam, 

ishnaan(ritual cleansing),seva (selfless 

service),simran,purity, restraint, and honest 

earning. They were guided toward a simple, 

satvic(pure and balanced) way of living, free 

from intoxicants and moral corrup�on. 

Spiritually, the path was rooted in Naam and 

Gurbani; socially, it rejected harmful customs 

and inequali�es; economically, it promoted 

self-reliance; and poli�cally, it encouraged 

non-coopera�on with Bri�sh rule. The white 

Nishan (flag) was raised as a visible symbol of 

the dignity, discipline, and independent 

iden�ty of the Namdhari Sant Khalsa.
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A n  i l l u st ra� ve  exa m p l e  o f  h i s 

compassion and principles is seen near 

Ludhiana, where a bird-catcher would capture 

birds for sale. Satguru Ram Singh Ji ensured 

that their price was paid through Sahib Singh 

and had the birds released, demonstra�ng his 

commitment to freedom and non-violence for 

all living beings. At Sri Bhaini Sahib, as the 

langar expanded, flour was groundby hand, 

and Satguru Ji himself par�cipated in grinding 

wheat. He consistently insisted on performing 

his own tasks, refusing unnecessary personal 

service, thereby reinforcing the values of 

humility, labour, and self-discipline. 

in tradi�onal Sikh style), and maintain ar�cles 

such as the woollen mala (rosary), asan 

(medita�on mat), paua (wooden sandals), and 

garva  (water vessel).  They were also 

instructed to honour guests, protect the cow, 

uphold the five Kakaars, and prac�ce non-

violence. Poli�cally, they were advised not to 

serve the Bri�sh administra�on, not to send 

their children to government-run schools, to 

reso lve  d i sputes  through  the i r  own 

panchayats (local councils), to use swadeshi 

(indigenous) goods, to avoid reliance on 

government postal systems, and to minimise 

rail travel where possible.

Satguru Ram Singh Ji's reforming work 

con�nued through extensive travel and direct 

engagement with the people. In 1858, he 

visited Hazro Sahib with twenty-five Singhs to 

meet Guru Balak Singh Ji. On the return 

journey, he spread the prac�ce of Naam in 

villages such as Muthadda, which later 

became closely associated with the Kuka 

tradi�on. He o�en employed simple, relatable 

analogies, explaining that Naam and Gurbani 

must be prac�ced together, just as ghee and 

shakkar (unrefined cane sugar)are best 

enjoyed in combina�on.

In 1860, during a period of famine, he 

sold grain from his shop at fair rates and even 

provided addi�onal measure beyond the 

expected quan�ty, while also arranging food 

for people through langar. In 1861, he 

travelled to Haridwar during the Ardh Kumbh 

(major Hindu pilgrimage) along with the 

sangat (congrega�on) from Punjab. This 

journey func�oned not only as a pilgrimage 

but also as an opportunity for reform. He 

challenged ritual excess, emphasised devo�on 

to the One Akal Purakh (the Timeless Divine), 

encouraged the disciplined prac�ce of Naam 

and Gurbani, and promoted honest labour. He 

also opposed prac�ces such as public 

smoking.This programme demonstrates clearly 

that  the  Kuka  Movement  cannot  be 

understood as merely a religious movement. 

While its outward form appeared religious, its 

internal  structure was deeply social , 

economic, moral, and poli�cal. It offered a 

disciplined alterna�ve way of life rooted in 

Sikh values and consciously opposed to 

colonial structures.

In 1862, Satguru Ram Singh Ji visited 

Muktsar during the Maghi (fes�val gathering), 

where the movement con�nued to grow as 

more people were drawn toward it. By this 

stage, both colonial authori�es and local 

rulers had begun to view the ac�vi�es of the 

Kukas with suspicion. It was also during this 

period that the followers came to be widely 
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known as “Kukas,” a name derived from their 

devo�onal prac�ce, as in states of deep Naam 

and shabad (sacred hymn) concentra�on, 

they would cry out in spiritual intensity during 

diwans (religious congrega�ons).

 Satguru Ram Singh Ji also undertook 

efforts to restore Sikh maryada(discipline and 

code of conduct). Believing that earlier Sikh 

prac�ces had been preserved at Takht Hazur 

Sahib, he sent Bhai Rai Singh to observe and 

document the discipline maintained there. In 

late 1862, he issued a rehatnama (code of 

conduct) from Sri Bhaini Sahib for the 

Namdhari community, emphasising strict 

moral conduct, con�nuous engagement with 

Gurbani, rejec�on of unearned wealth, and 

the importance of earning one's livelihood 

through honest means.

On 3 June 1863, at Khote village, 

Satguru Ram Singh Ji solemnised six inter-

caste Anand marriages without dowry, veil, or 

excessive ritual, using the laavan (sacred 

marriage hymns) of Guru Ram Das Ji in Suhi 

Raag.  This reform directly challenged 

entrenched social customs and priestly 

interests, leading to complaints being lodged 

with the authori�es. When summoned by the 

Deputy Commissioner at Bagha Purana, 

Satguru Ji stated that his purpose was to 

uphold truth and dharma, to free people from 

unnecessary and burdensome rituals, and to 

alleviate the suffering arising from religious, 

social, and moral decline. He further declared 

that if such service was to be regarded as 

rebellion, he was prepared to accept any 

consequence.

One of the most significant aspects of 

Satguru Ram Singh Ji's reform programme was 

his emphasis on the upli�ment of women. In a 

society where prac�ces such as female 

infan�cide, dowry, child marriage, mis-

matched unions, and exchange marriages 

were prevalent, women were o�en treated 

without agency or dignity. Satguru Ram Singh 

Ji challenged these condi�ons directly. On 1 

June 1863, at Siaar village in Ludhiana district, 

he administered Khande-di-Pahul (Amrit 

ini�a�on) to twenty-five women, including 

seven from his own family, and entrusted 

them with the responsibility of maintaining 

the five Kakaars. This act affirmed that women 

could par�cipate fully in religious life, 

responsibility, and even sacrifice, on equal 

foo�ng with men.On 6 December 1862, Guru Balak 

Singh Ji, at approximately seventy-eight years 

of age, becameBrahmleen (merged with the 

Divine) at Hazro Sahib. Satguru Ram Singh Ji 

received news of this a�er some delay and set 

out for Hazro Sahib in January 1863. At the 

ferry crossing of Wazirabad, on the banks of 

the River Chenab, he encountered Bhai 

Manna Singh, the brother of Guru Balak Singh 

Ji, who was carrying the ashes for immersion. 

From that point, Satguru Ram Singh Ji 

returned and halted at the village of Gill, 

w h e r e  B a b a  J a m i t  S i n g h  a r r a n g e d 

accommoda�on for the congrega�ons from 

Hazro Sahib and Bhaini Sahib. On this 

occasion, in accordance with customary 

observance, Baba Jamit Singh ceremonially 

placed upon Satguru Ram Singh Ji the 

dastar(turban) signifying the spiritual 

succession of Guru Balak Singh Ji.
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When further restric�ons were 

imposed on the seventeen Subas, the 

Commissioner of Ambala visited Sri Bhaini 

Sahib and asked Satguru Ram Singh Ji how he 

intended to proceed. Satguru Ji calmly replied, 

“Now I will create Ram Singh in every 

household.” This statement captures the 

essence of his vision: the movement would 

not rely solely on formal leadership, but would 

instead awaken discipline, responsibility, and 

spiritual consciousness within each individual 

and every home.

T h e  B r i � s h  g o v e r n m e n t  s o o n 

recognised the wider implica�ons of his work. 

Restric�ons were imposed on his diwans 

(religious congrega�ons), and Satguru Ram 

Singh Ji was placed under close surveillance. 

Despite  these measures,  the sangat 

(congrega�on) con�nued to gather at Sri 

Bhaini Sahib for darshan (spiritual audience). 

In order to maintain direct communica�on 

with his followers, Satguru Ram Singh Ji 

established the Suba system between 1863 

and 1865. The Subas (regional leaders) acted 

as vital links between Satguru Ji and the wider 

community, travelling across distant regions to 

disseminate his teachings and maintain 

organisa�onal cohesion.

During his period of confinement at Sri 

Bhaini Sahib, Satguru Ram Singh Ji con�nued 

to consolidate and strengthen the movement 

through kirtan (devo�onal singing),sangat 

(congrega�onal fellowship), and sustained 

communica�on.  Seven kirtani  jathas 

(devo�onal singing groups) were organised 

across Punjab, including ragis, rababis, and 

dhadis. Village dharamshalas(religious 

centres) that had fallen into neglect were 

revived, and copies of Sri GuruGranth Sahib 

were respec�ully installed. Local granthis 

(scriptural custodians) func�oned not only as 

religious guides but also as educators and 

healers within their communi�es. Under the 

guidance of Suba Sahib Singh, the Kukas 

developed an independent communica�on 

network, effec�vely func�oning as a parallel 

postal system capable of transmi�ng 

messages swi�ly across Punjab. Disputes were 

resolved through internal panchayats 

(community councils), and figures such as 

Suba Giani Singh became widely respected for 

their role in media�on and jus�ce.

The first five Subas included Baba 

Jawahar Singh, Baba Kahan Singh Chak, Sudh 

Singh Durgapur, Sahib Singh Bangalipur, and 

Lakha Singh Maloud. When restric�ons were 

extended to them, seventeen addi�onal Subas 

were appointed between 1866 and 1867. 

Notably, Hukam Kaur of Variah was appointed 

as a Suba for women, reflec�ng the inclusive 

s t r u c t u r e  o f  t h e  o r ga n i s a � o n .  T h i s 

administra�ve framework established local 

sangats, village-level leadership, tappas 

(regional clusters), district subas', and a 

central authority at Sri Bhaini Sahib. Owing to 

its organisa�on and reach, historians have 

o�en described the Kuka structure as 

resembling a parallel system of governance. The movement also adopted swadeshi 

(indigenous self-reliance) prac�ces well 

b e f o r e  t h e y  g a i n e d  w i d e r  n a � o n a l 

prominence. Instead of using Bri�sh-

manufactured cloth and imported sugar, 

Namdharis relied on khaddar (handwoven 
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At the same �me, efforts were made to 

challenge supers��ous prac�ces and fear-

based religious customs associated with local 

cul�c sites such as Gugga, Bhairon, Devi 

shrines, graves, and similar centres of popular 

b e l i e f.  N a m d h a r i  S i n g h s  s o u g h t  t o 

demonstrate that such objects held no 

inherent spiritual authority. As a result, many 

faced trials, imprisonment, and financial 

penal�es imposed by the authori�es.

coarse co�on) and locally produced jaggery 

andtradi�onal brown sugar.  This reflects the 

significance of Satguru Ram Singh Ji as an early 

proponent of non-coopera�on and economic 

self-reliance, using boyco� of colonial goods 

and ins�tu�ons as a deliberate poli�cal 

strategy.

A�er extending the Kuka Movement 

through his preaching tours across the region 

between A�ock and the Yamuna, Satguru Ram 

Singh Ji, from around 1867–68, began to 

establish contacts with neighbouring 

countries and Indian princely states. His 

influence had expanded to such an extent that 

reports of the sons of Amir Abdul Razak of 

Kabul visi�ng his darbar(court) at Sri Bhaini 

Sahib drew the a�en�on of Bri�sh officials, 

who remarked upon the growing reach of his 

reputa�on. 

In June 1871, a�acks were carried out 

in Amritsar against those involved in cow 

slaughter, followed by a similar incident at 

Raikot in July. Due to severe police coercion, 

During December 1870 and January 

1871, Satguru Ram Singh Ji, through Kishan 

Singh of Granthgarh, sent a high-level 

delega�on under Suba Kahan Singh and Suba 

Sahib Singh to Nepal. The objec�ve was to 

explore the possibility of forming a broader 

alliance among neighbouring Asian powers 

against Bri�sh rule, par�cularly in the context 

of military preparedness among the Kukas. His 

strategic outlook also extended toward Russia 

through Central Asia and Russian Turkestan, 

with the possibility of seeking assistance from 

the Russian Tsar in the event of a future 

conflict. For this purpose, trusted leaders such 

as Suba Bishan Singh Arora of Kabul and Baba 

Gurcharan Singh of Chak Ramdas were 

assigned responsibili�es. Efforts were also 

made to establish connec�ons with Gwalior, 

other Central Indian states, Banaras, Kashmir, 

and Hyderabad. In this way, Satguru Ram Singh 

Ji was engaged simultaneously on mul�ple 

fronts—spiritual, social, organisa�onal, 

diploma�c, and poli�cal. 

The protec�on of the cow and the 

welfare of the poor were regarded as shared 

principles within Indian society and Gurmat 

teaching. During the reign of Maharaja Ranjit 

Singh, Bri�sh forces passing through Punjab 

had been restricted from cow slaughter. 

However, following the annexa�on of Punjab 

in 1849, cow slaughter was permi�ed near 

military cantonments. For many Punjabis, this 

represented not only a religious concern but 

also a deliberate disrup�on of established 

social harmony. Satguru Ram Singh Ji 

consistently restrained his followers from 

resor�ng to violence, emphasising instead 

u n i t y,  d i s c i p l i n e ,  b oyco � ,  a n d  n o n -

coopera�on as effec�ve means of resistance. 

However, repeated provoca�ons led some 

individuals to act independently.
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innocent individuals confessed to the acts. 

Satguru Ram Singh Ji instructed the actual 

Singhs involved to present themselves so that 

the innocent could be released. Several were 

subsequently executed or sentenced to 

lifelong exile. When asked to publicly 

condemn the Raikot incident, Satguru Ji stood 

by his followers. 

In late 1880, Satguru Ji was transferred 

to the remote island prison of Mergui, where 

communica�on with the outside world was 

extremely limited, with ships arriving only 

once every fi�een days. Even under such 

condi�ons, devoted followers con�nued to 

Despite sustained efforts by the 

colonial authori�es, communica�on between 

Satguru J i  and the Namdhari  sangat 

(community) could not be severed. Devoted 

Singhs travelled secretly from Punjab to 

Rangoon—o�en in disguise—carrying reports 

and returning with hukamnamas (formal 

direc�ve). Many of these le�ers were 

preserved and later published, while others 

were destroyed to avoid detec�on. These 

hukamnamas are today regarded as valuable 

examples of nineteenth-century Punjabi prose 

and as important sources for understanding 

the religious, poli�cal, social, economic, and 

cultural dimensions of the movement.

A�er his exile, strict restric�ons were 

imposed on Sri Bhaini Sahib. A police post was 

established at the entrance of the gurdham 

(sacred centre) and remained in place un�l 

May 1923. Only a l imited number of 

Namdharis were permi�ed to reside at the 

dera (spir i tual  centre)under constant 

supervision. Repeated searches were 

conducted, and money, valuables, clothing, 

and personal belongings were confiscated and 

never returned.

The colonial response was severe and 

unprecedented. Sixty-five Kukas were 

executed by being blown from cannons, while 

others were put to death by the sword or 

sentenced to l i fe imprisonment.  The 

authori�es,  who had long sought an 

opportunity to dismantle the organisa�onal 

strength of the movement, used the events at 

Malerkotla as a pretext to intensify repression.

In Rangoon, Satguru Ram Singh Ji was 

later confined in the same bungalow where 

the last Mughal emperor, Bahadur Shah Zafar, 

had also been held. From exile, he appointed 

Baba Budh Singh Ji as his spiritual successor 

through a hukamnama(formal direc�ve) 

issued in January 1875, bestowing upon him 

the name Satguru Hari Singh Ji.

Following these events, Satguru Ram 

Singh Ji was summoned by the authori�es. On 

a cold winter night, he departed from Sri 

Bhaini Sahib accompanied by Suba Sahib 

Singh, Jawahar Singh, and Sevak Nanu Singh. 

He reached Ludhiana railway sta�on a�er 

midnight and was placed under heavy guard 

on a special train to Allahabad, arriving on 19 

January 1872. Several Subas were also 

brought there. As the authori�es were unable 

to successfully prosecute an open trial for 

exile, the Government of India invoked Bengal 

Regula�on III of 1818 and ordered his 

deporta�on to Bri�sh Burma. On 10 March 

1872, he was exiled under strict security to 

Calcu�a, and from there sent by steamer to 

Rangoon, where he arrived on 16 March.
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By November 1871, Commissioner 

Macnabb had concluded that the movement 

had moved beyond a purely religious 

character and had assumed a dis�nctly 

poli�cal dimension. He described Satguru 

Ram Singh Ji as intelligent, determined, 

disciplined, and of high moral character 

neither a puppet nor merely a religious 

enthusiast. Other official reports traced the 

progression of his status in public percep�on, 

from “Ram Singh Mahant” to “Guru Ram 

Singh,” then “Satguru,” and ul�mately 

“Satguru Sachcha Patshah.”

Satguru Ram Singh Ji consistently 

upheld the values of  manual  labour, 

cleanliness, discipline, and compassion. He 

rejected idleness and instructed even his close 

associates that those who did not engage in 

bhajan (devo�onal  prac�ce) ,  langar 

(community service), care of livestock, or 

other forms of service should not remain at 

the dera (spiritual centre). He also refused 

offerings obtained through ques�onable 

means, emphasising that the Satguru is 

The Bri�sh authori�es recorded 29 

November 1885 as the date of Satguru Ram 

Singh Ji's passing. However, Namdhari 

tradi�on has consistently ques�oned this 

official account. When Satguru Hari Singh Ji 

requested personal belongings, the items sent 

to Sri Bhaini Sahib did not correspond to 

Satguru Ji's known physical stature. Further 

requests for items such as his garva (water 

vessel) ,  paua (wooden sandals ) ,  and 

nitnempothis (daily prayer books) were not 

fulfilled with sa�sfactory evidence. For this 

reason, Namdharis con�nue to conclude their 

ardas with the supplica�on: “Dehudidaar 

Satguru Ram Singh Ji.”("Bless us with the 

divine vision of Satguru Ram Singh Ji.")

Contemporary newspapers and official 

reports also acknowledged the growing 

influence of the Kuka Movement. The Urdu 

newspaper Rahi-Numa Punjab noted in 1867 

that Punjabis had begun to reflect upon their 

former sovereignty and were raising their 

voices against government laws. Police 

reports from Anandpur Sahib described the 

dignity of Satguru Ram Singh Ji, the order and 

presence of his darbar (court), and the scale of 

his organisa�on—horses, flags, drums, langar, 

charitable ac�vity, and moral instruc�on. 

Officials further observed that individuals 

from diverse backgrounds were being drawn 

into the movement under his influence. 

Satguru Ji discouraged his followers 

from undertaking costly and dangerous 

journeys to visit him, advising instead that 

such resources be devoted to the recita�on of 

Sri Adi Guru Granth Sahib within Punjab. This 

spirit con�nues to be reflected in the 

Namdhari ardas(prayer), which includes the 

supplica�on: “Release the cap�ve from 

imprisonment; destroy the great tyrant.”

find ways to reach him. The authori�es were 

unable to break the enduring bond between 

Satguru Ji and his followers. During this period, 

Bhai Meehan Singh is said to have brought 

le�ers from the Russian government 

addressed to Satguru Ji. These were read and 

then deliberately destroyed under the pretext 

of a havan (ritual fire offering), ensuring they 

would not be discovered during official 

searches.
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pleased not by wealth, but by sincerity, faith, 

and contentment.

His teachings strongly emphasised 

respect for elders, dignity for labour, gentle 

speech, pa�ence, forgiveness, honesty, and 

the rejec�on of dependence on another's 

earnings. He regarded freedom as an essen�al 

aspect of dharma and lived with compassion 

toward all living beings. In later years, a wide 

range of movements and leaders—including 

Ghadar writers, Akali leaders, Babbar Akalis, 

Shaheed Bhagat Singh, Kir� Kisan ac�vists, 

and Praja Mandal movements acknowledged 

the sacrifices of the Kukas and the enduring 

significance of Satguru Ram Singh Ji's 

contribu�on.

The Kuka Movement was funda-

mentally a people's movement, drawing 

par�cipa�on from farmers, ar�sans, former 

soldiers, patrio�c thinkers, and ordinary 

working communi�es. Its character was an�-

colonial, an�-feudal, egalitarian, and non-

sectarian.Subsequent movements drew 

strength from the path it had established. Even 

today, Satguru Ram Singh Ji's teachings remain 

relevant in addressing issues such as women's 

dignity, agrarian distress, and the libera�on of 

youth from intoxicants. He con�nues to stand 

as one of the most significant figures in the 

moral and social history of the Indian 

subcon�nent.

Taken as a whole, Satguru Ram Singh 

Ji's work cannot be confined to a single 

category. He was a spiritual guide as well as a 

reformer. He revived Sikh discipline while 

simultaneously confron�ng social injus�ce. He 

organised a religious community, yet also 

established a moral and poli�cal framework of 

resistance. Alongside the teaching of Naam 

and Gurbani, he emphasised honest labour, 

women's dignity,swadeshi (self-reliance), 

non-coopera�on, community-based jus�ce, 

disciplined organisa�on, and freedom from 

fear.

The Kuka Movement under his 

leadership was therefore not merely an 

episode of protest, but a comprehensive 

programme of life. Its aim was to restore the 

inner strength of individuals, rebuild the moral 

fabric of society, revive GurSikhi, and prepare 

the people to resist foreign domina�on. 

Satguru Ram Singh Ji understood that poli�cal 

freedom could not be separated from moral 

integrity, social  reform, and spiritual 

d i s c i p l i n e .  A  c o m m u n i t y  b o u n d  b y 

intoxica�on, greed, supers��on, dishonesty, 

and dependence on external systems could 

not a�ain true freedom.

This was the deeper meaning of his 

mission. He did not begin by raising armies in 

the conven�onal sense; he began by shaping 

individuals. He cul�vated disciplined men and 

women capable of living simply, serving 

collec�vely, earning honestly, rejec�ng 

injus�ce, and remaining independent of 

colonial structures. His resolve to create “Ram 

Singh in every household” was not a 

statement of personal ambi�on, but a vision 

that every home should become a centre of 

discipline, courage, Naam, service, and self-

respect.
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64. Major Davies studied it carefully, 

and wrote to me poin�ng out the omission of a 

passage in one of the quota�ons (a copyist's 

mistake). He said that he did this as the 

memorandum would probably be widely read 

in connec�on with the case.

65. Major Birch wrote - "May I be 

permi�ed to express my acknowledgment and 

thanks for the u�er impar�ality of your 

summing up. I quite agree with its conclusions 

as to the cause of the whole thing."

I have not men�oned these opinions in 

any conceit regarding the authorship of what 

is li�le more than a precis of correspondence 

such as could have been drawn in be�er form 

by many an intelligent head clerk in the 

province, but in order to show that care was 

taken in the prepara�on of the review of the 

case, and in the hope that this may be 

considered to give me a right to speak now at 

its conclusion, or what I think should be its 

conclusion.

68. Opinion that further enquiry 

wouldnot be advisable.

67. My object in quo�ng favorable 

opinions of the memorandum.

The opinion then is that no good would 

be obtained, while a considerable amount of 

mischief might possibly be done, by ins�tu�ng 

further proceedings in this case.

That there is no wish on any 

one's part locally to have the ma�er 

prolonged; the statements made by Jai Ram to 

me were in answer to ques�ons; otherwise I 

am confident that he has no wish whatever to 

move further in the ma�er; he is only too 

thankful to escape the consequences of his act 

of perjury. When told that the prosecu�on was 

at an end, he threw himself on the ground and 

embraced my feet.

74. Sardar Mangal Singh.

Sardar Mangal Singh was par�cularly 

empha�c in expressing the same views, and he 

reminded me, as giving him a right to speak, 

that it was he who immediately in the midst of 

the disaffected spirit handed up Dewa Singh, 

who took the cow's bone into the Darbar 

temple.

75. Most strongly therefore am I 

inclined to deprecate the ins�tu�on of 

proceedings which would have the effect of 

rendering the above hopes that the ma�er is 

now dismissed for good and all nugatory.

76. Poli�cal and judicial objec�ons.

This is perhaps a poli�cal view of the 

case but I have noted my judicial objec�on 

also, based on the fact that evidence now 

obtained would be untrustworthy.

The fact that Jai Ram has shown an 

inclina�on to try and prove too much is an 

instance of the amount of principle he might 

be expected to display if he were embarked 

against the police again, with a back-ground of 

mischievous backers, as complainant or 

witness

78. Complainants in Munna Singh 

versus Aya and others represented that Jai 

Ram was well treated by the Police.

I may men�on with regard to this that 

the complainants and witnesses in the case of 

Munna Singh versus Aya, and also in the 

preliminary trial of Jai Ram for commi�al to 

the sessions, have all stated that Jai Ram was in 

good case and well treated all the �me, 

accompanying Mr. Chris�e when he went out, 

and well treated by the Police. Mr. Chris�e has 

assured me that he was well treated 

throughout.

71. 3rdly. The relinquishment of the 

prosecu�on of Jai Ram makes a natural 

conclusion. Things have come to a natural 

conclusion now by the relinquishment of the 

prosecu�on of Jai Ram, I feel jus�fied in saying 

that the wisdom and expediency of that 

relinquishment is very generally appreciated 

at Amritsar. I have received numerous na�ve 

opinions of weight on the subject, some 

sought by me, others quite volunteered, but 

all to the same effect, namely, that the 

speakers rejoiced that the prosecu�on was 

given up and the ma�er at an end. What they 

had evidently an�cipated was a raking up of all 

the feelings, accusa�ons and recrimina�ons of 

those now nearly forgo�en days, with perhaps 

an added batch of fresh accusa�ons intended 

to be�er Jai Ram's defence.

73. Raja Sir Saheb Dyal.

"So far  as  regards  the  Deputy 

Commissioner, Baillie, and myself, there s�ll 

remains Chris�e himself, and it will be asked 

how it was possible that he was duped, and 

indeed, it will perhaps be suggested whether 

he was not a party to the fabrica�on. As 

regards the la�er I will say once for all - and I 

may add that Colonel Baillie en�rely agrees 

with me in this - that Mr. Chris�e has, I believe, 

acted throughout in thoroughly good faith. 

There is no doubt whatever that he has been 

the dupe of a set of ar�ul men, of whom one is 

a man of the name of Moree, formerly a noted 

badmash of the city, and who for some �me 

past has been employed by Mr. Chris�e as an 

informer. This man, Moree, it appears, 

concocted the story which was a�erwards 

brought forward with Hira Singh in the hope of 

ge�ng the reward of Rs. 1,000 which was 

offered to anyone who would give a clue to the 

murderers; and they a�erwards induced Aya, 

another noted badmash of the city, to join 

them. Hira Singh had formerly, it appears, been 

in the service of Sardar Bhugwan Singh, and 

was known to be a good actor. When this 

amount of evidence had been obtained the 

par�es accused were of course informed, and, 

Jai Ram being probably known to Moree and 

his assistants as the one most open to the 

influences at their command, - hope and fear, 

these influences were brought to bear upon 

him �ll he gave way and agreed to support the 

statements made by Hira and Aya. As soon as 

he agreed to this he was taken before Mr. 

Chris�e. Such is, I believe, the explana�on of 

the manner in which Mr. Chris�e was taken in. 

In a less important case he might have been 

induced to look more closely into the way in 

which the evidence was brought forward, but 

his anxiety to discover the murderers, 

combined with his knowledge that the men 

accused were those who had been actually 

e n g a g e d  t h r o u g h o u t  i n  t h e  r e c e n t 

disturbances in the city, led him at once to

This I think you will find is very much 

what I a�erwards wrote in my official report. 

At the end of my le�er I said that I had placed 

Hira, Aya, and Jai Ram on security, as 

Government might perhaps wish to try them 

for giving false evidence. I added- “I don't think 

Jai Ram should be prosecuted, both because 

the false statement he did make was made  
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If anything would incline me at this late 

stage to recommend a raking up of the past by 

a fresh enquiry, it would be the following 

sensible and judicious passage from a le�er 

from Major F. Birch to my address, dated the 

7th May 1874. (I have courted opinions from 

all with reference to the advisability of further 

proceedings or otherwise.) Major Birch 

writes- “I deprecate on the part of the 

Government or the higher courts any a�empt 

to interfere with the course of jus�ce; it looks, 

as the papers say, as if the ma�er was being 

hushed up, and these tremendous allega�ons 

may all be blown to the winds in the usual 

course of things, while, if impeded, they 

gather force, and may eventually take a much 

more mischievous form.”

83. My opinion is s�ll that the �me for further 

proceedings has gone by.

I am aware of the arguments that may 

be put forward in favor of con�nuing enquiry. 

They find full expression in the ar�cles that 

have lately appeared in the Indian Public 

Opinion, and in the abstract of course all the 

sen�ments expressed are sensible and right, 

and such as under ordinary circumstances I 

should wish to be guided by; but the 

circumstances of the present case are 

certainly now peculiar, and the posi�on in 

which I am placed is somewhat peculiar also. I 

can only advise on my own judgment and to 

the best of my ability.

81. Asser�on in the papers that eager 

anxiety is felt about the case exaggerated.

under extreme moral pressure, and because 

he eventually told the truth and enabled us to 

get rid of a very disagreeable case.”

One asser�on made by the writer in 

the Lahore paper I deny the correctness of, 

namely, that the ma�er is one regarded with 

eager curiosity by the community at large. This 

is an unfounded exaggera�on; there may be 

individuals or a sec�on of the community at 

Lahore who feel an interest in the ma�er; 

otherwise, I assert that the interest in the 

whole case at Amritsar, where, if anywhere, an 

anxiety to see jus�ce done, if it were deemed 

necessary, should exist, is u�erly at zero, and 

thus on this account great disquietude was felt 

at the prospect of Jai Ram's trial and 

consequent relief experienced when that was 

relinquished. 

I acknowledge the force and truth of 

t h i s  p a s s a g e ,  a n d  u n d e r  o r d i n a r y 

circumstances and feelings, if the ma�er were 

only a year old, I should close hands with the 

policy thus enunciated. But with Amritsar and 

its class feelings and personal animosi�es in 

my mind, and in view of the difficulty that 

would now a�end the task of a�emp�ng to 

obtain reliable evidence, while asser�on and 

false evidence might be provided in profusion 

to carry out party feeling and animosity, and 

further with the knowledge which I reiterate, 

that there is the reverse of any local anxiety to 

have the ma�er raked up again, I say once for 

all that I think the �me gone by.
